No. L- 7!25(7)12004-CERC —in exercise of powers conferred under Section 178 of the
Electricity Act, 2003 (36 of 2003) and all other powars enabling in this behalf and after

previous publication, the Central Electricity Reguiatory Commission hereby makes the
foliowmg regulatlons namely

1. R D COMME
(1}  These regulations may be called the Central Electricity Regulatory
Commission (Procedure for making of application for determination of tariff,
publication of the application and other related matters) Regulations, 2004.
(2)  These regulations shall come into force from the date of their publication
in the Gazette of India.
2. Fi I P I
(1) In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires:
(@)  “"Act" means the Electricity Act, 2003 (36 of 2003); |
(b) “applicant” means the person who has made an application for
determination of tariff; |
(c) "abplication" means the application along with annexures and
enclosures made to the Commission V‘fOr determination of tariff under

sub-section (1) of Section 64 of the Act;
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(c!)- "beneﬁclary means the persan havnng firm allocation of electnc:ty

from a generating station or using the transmission system for transfer of

electricity allocated to it from a g_‘eneajat_ing station; and

(e) "Commfssion", meéns the Central Electricity Regulatory

Commission referred to in Section 76 of the Act;- |
(2) | "I'he words and expressions used herein and not defined but defined in

the Act, shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.

3. PROCEDURE FOR MAKING APPLICATION

(1)  The application shall be made to the Commission in the form appended
as Appendix | to the Central Electricity Regulatory Commission (Terms and
Conditions of Tariff) Regulétions, 2004 and shall be abcompanied by such fee
as may be specified by the Co-ﬁmissior: from time to time.
(2) | Before making the application, the applicant shall serve a copy of the
épplication on each of the beneficiary.
(3) The applicant shall post complete application on its own website or any
other authorised website, before making the application to the Commission.
(4) While making the application to the Commission, the applicaht shall
indicate whether copy of the complete application has been served oﬁ' each of
the beneficiary ahd."whemer the application_has been posted on its own website
or any other authorised website, with address of the website whereon the
application has been posted.
(5) The application made shall be supported by affidavit of the person
aoquamted with: the facts stated in the appllcatlon The applmtion shall be

- kept on the website at least for 30 days from the date of- pubhcatlon of the
notice of application in accordance with clause (6) of this regulation.
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(6)  The applicant shall, within 7 days after making the application, publish a
notice of his application in at least two daily newspapers, one in English
language and one inr vernacular language, having circulation in ‘each of the
State/Union Territory where the beneficiaries are situate in the same Iangﬁage
as of the daily newspaper in which the -notice of the application is published, as
per the specimen given in the schedule to these regulations.

(7)  The suggestions and objections, if any, to the proposal for determination
of tariff, may be filed before the Secretary, Central Electricity Regulatory
Coimmission, 7" Floor, Core-3, Scope Complex, Lodi Road, New Delhi-110003
(or other address where the office of the Commission is situate) by any person,
‘ncluding the ben.eﬁciaries within 30 days of publication of the notice with a
copy ta the applicant.

(8) The applicant shall within 15 days from the date of publication of the
notice as aforesaid submit to the Commission on affidavit the details of the
notice published and shall also file before the Commission relevant copies of
the newsf:apers in which the hotice has been published.

(9)  The applicant may file His comments on affidavit on the suggestions and
objections, if any, received in response to the public notice within 45 days of its
publication in the newspapers, with an advance copy to the persbn who has

filed the suggestions and objections on the proposals made in the application. .
